With the assistance of village chiefs, 
church leaders, local teachers and local 
NGOs (non-governmental organizations) 
ASAH provides for the basic needs of 
orphan girls, enabling them to attend 
the local school, tutoring them in school 
subjects, teaching practical life skills, 
and preparing them for a future where 
they will have choices and opportunities. 
These young women will be leaders 
in their communities as their newly-
independent nation develops.

The Dream

The ASAH Home and School for Girls opened its 
doors for 11 orphan girls in 2011 on land granted 
to us by village chiefs. Our site is large enough to 
serve 50 girls. We will expand to include orphans 
from all villages in the county, developing young 
women who will return to their homes and share 
what they’ve learned with others. 

Our expansion depends on your financial help. To 
keep our costs low and to help the local economy, 
we are using local materials and employing men 
and women from the village to make concrete 
block for construction of sanitary systems and to 
build tukuls (traditional thatched adobe huts) for 
housing girls and staff. Electrical and plumbing 
supplies and skilled workers must be brought to 
the village to plumb our sanitary systems and 
wire our lighting.
